h Rapid-Screening for CKD
The goal of the TRUST’s free rapid-screening program is to identify 

individuals who have signs of kidney impairment. Along with learning their

screening results onsite, participants are educated about CKD and its 

prevention and are encouraged to seek medical follow-up as appropriate. 

The program is carried out in non-medical settings such as employer 

workplaces and community health fairs. 

h Financial Assistance Program

on dialysis who are having trouble managing co-pays, co-insurance, and 

deductibles for medical treatment and prescription drugs under theirprivate 

health insurance plan.
